
Photography Contract
Terms of agreement

Upon your signature, Photographer will reserve the time and date agreed upon, and will not make other reservations for that time and date.

Client(s) affirm(s) that Client(s) is/are at least 18 years old and has the capacity to enter into a legally binding contract.

Amber Photography is an independent contractor and not an employee of the client(s).

The client(s) will be responsible for identifying people/objects of whom/which specific photographs are desired, as well as to make certain that these subjects are available when needed. It is recommended that the client(s) develop a list of desired poses, locations, and subjects (family and friends; items; etc.) and share this with the photographer well before the event. The photographer will NOT be held accountable for not capturing desired photographs if there is no one to assist in identifying or gathering people/items/locations for the photographs. The photographer is not responsible for key individuals’ failure to be present or to cooperate during photography sessions, neither for missed images due to details not revealed to the photographer. 

The photographer warrants and declares that every effort will be made to provide high quality photographic services. In the unlikely event of severe medical, natural, or other emergencies, it may be necessary to retain an alternative photographer.

The photographer will take the utmost care with respect to exposure, transportation and photographs; including using professional grade equipment. However, in the unlikely event of the client’s photographs being lost, stolen or destroyed for reasons within or beyond the photographer control, the photographer’s liability is limited to the return of all payments received for the event package. The limit of liability shall not exceed the contract price stated herein. The photographer will not be held responsible for ruined photographs due to guests’ (or any other) flashes; or ruined photographs due to a cause outside of the photographer’s control. Although every possible care will be taken to produce photographs of all important and special events during the wedding, the photographer cannot place an unconditional guarantee on the above.
Rate:$100 per hour (an additional travel charge of  will be added to the hourly rate if the location is more than 45 minutes away from photographer’s location. The formula used to determine the travel charge is [Round Trip Travel Time – 60 minutes = “on the clock travel time’] For example if the location is 60 minutes away the travel time will be equal to 2 hours, the photographer will deduct one hour and charge the remaining travel time as a part of the rate. This would result in a $100 charge added to the hourly rate for a 2 hour round trip travel expense, $150 for a 2.5 hour round trip, $200 for a 3 hour round trip and so on.)Photographer will not travel more than 2 hours to a location without hotel accommodations, meals and travel expenses paid for by the client.) Meals shall be provided for events lasting longer than 4 hours. In this case the photographer will be allotted 30 minutes which will be included in the total amount of hours. Payment is to be received in full upon arrival of photographer on day of event in the form of cash, personal checks will not be accepted.

Deposit: A deposit of $100 will be required to reserve date of event. This can be paid cash or online through paypal. This amount will be deducted from the bill on the day of the event. Photographer must be given a minimum of 2 week’s notice for cancellation of any event.  Deposits are non-refundable but can be applied as a credit for another deposit or another event if 2 week’s notice is given prior to the original event.

A CD containing photographs taken during the event will be mailed to client no later than a week from the event date, unless the client makes other arrangements. Prints and other products will be received by the client within 30 days. Any and all photographs taken during the event may be used by the photographer for portfolio, advertisement, or promotional material. This includes the use of images on the photographer’s website. The photographer has printing rights to all photographs taken during the event. The client has printing rights to all photographs taken during the event.
